number was more than the entire Confederate military service in the summer of
* 1861 and it far excesded the strength of any army that Lee ever commanded. More
than 80,000 Southerners fell in just five battles. At Gettysburg, three ont of every
ten Confederates present were hit; one brigade lost sixty-five percent of its men ar
seventy percent of its fisld officers in a singls charge.

The South believed the invader of their land inferior and recalled that Hannibal had
destroved more than ninety percent of a vastly superior Foman army; Frederick the
Great defeated an army twice the size of his in 1757; and Zachary Tayvlor defeated
15,000 Mexicans at Buena Vista in 1847 with 5,000 troops. Historian Bell Wiley
noted: “Indeed, it is doubtful that any people ever went to war with greater
enthusiasm than did Confederates in 1561,

One company lost all but five of its 30 men; two-thirds of the men and all of the
officers in another company were killed or wounded.
